St. Paul’s Bishop’s Committee Meeting, September 9, 2007

Minutes of the last meeting and recent financial report were reviewed.

The national Episcopal church will be adopting a new 3-year lectionary cycle beginning with Advent I 2007. Purchase of a new Gospel book in memory of John Hoover with funds from the Memorial Fund was approved.

Fred Carus will investigate purchase of a new storm door for the parish hall and the cause of it deterioration, believed to be water damage from the roof above. He will also check into plaster, ceiling, and wall damage above the fireplace and in the bathroom and kitchen. Also noted that shades for the south kitchen windows would keep the kitchen cooler in the summer.

Fred will also look into having weeds at the south end of the parking lot cut down, checking with the bordering homeowner to determine the property line. King’s lawn service is not contracted to cut weeds. Fred will remind King’s that we would like them to assume snow removal from the parking lot in the upcoming winter whenever necessary.

Soup ’n Sandwich Lunch will be on Nov. 3. Julie will write a bulletin notice soliciting chairmen.

The need for a handicapped ramp entrance to the church was discussed. The present steps are beginning to crumble. Ideally the building could use new steps and a ramp, but that would be very expensive. A wooden ramp over the current steps would be a cheaper short-range solution. Julie noted an attractive ramp in north La Salle that appears to be wood painted black. It was decided to establish a ramp fund. Money contributed for that purpose can be kept in the general fund, designated for the ramp. Father Crist suggested that each person/family be asked to contribute the equivalent of one month’s pledge to the ramp fund when making pledges this fall. Fred agreed to look into ramp possibilities, seeking input from Mike Sitterly.
